Athletes in this level may not perform more than a two-turn around and no 
high toss illusions 

 

 ***Athletes that are Novice, Beginner or Intermediate in Solo one baton and have not received more than 
five first place Beginner team wins are considered Beginner team athletes. Athletes that are Advanced in 
Solo one baton are not allowed to compete on a Beginner team.   Athletes that are Advanced in Solo one 
baton or have received five first place Beginner team wins are considered Advanced team athletes.

REGISTRATION AND  
ENTRY DEADLINE: All registration materials must be received no later than Monday, July 7, 2008.  Entries may be completed 

online or by traditional mailed paperwork. 
 
   TWO WAYS TO REGISTER: 
 
   (A) ONLINE ENTRY: Entries will be accepted ONLINE at www.aaujrogames.org through the entry 

deadline of Monday, July 7, 2008.  Visa, MasterCard, American Express and Discover are accepted.   All fees 
are non-refundable.  After registering and paying online, you will receive an email confirming your entry and 
acceptance of payment.  Once you register and pay online, there is no need to send in any paperwork. 

 
   NOTE: Only COACHES are authorized to complete group registrations online for duets, trios, teams, 

and corps.  Solo events can be handled by anyone (parents, athletes, coaches, etc.)

(B) PAPER ENTRY: All paperwork and fees must be received no later than Monday, July 7, 2008. All entry 
fees must be in the form of either a cashier's check or money order made payable to 2008 AAU Junior 
Olympic Games.  No personal checks will be accepted.  Please do not send cash.  All fees are non-
refundable.

ENTRY CONFIRMATION: TO CONFIRM THAT WE HAVE RECEIVED YOUR PACKET: 
• It is recommended to use an overnight mail service (i.e. FedEx, UPS) in order to track your entry.  You 

can track your packet with the airbill number.  If you receive confirmation that your entry was delivered, 
then your entry has been received and will be processed if complete. 

• If your email address is on the entry form, you will receive an email confirmation once your entry has 
been processed. Due to the volume of entries, please allow 7 to 10 days for processing.   Coaches, if 
your email address is listed on multiple athlete forms you will receive multiple emails.  Please note that 
accounts with spam blocks and controls might not receive the confirmation. 

 

The Local Organizing Committee has spent many hours planning and preparing this AAU event.  In order to 
make it a great success, we are asking for your cooperation.  It is the responsibility of the coach, designated 
person of the team, or athlete to return all the necessary monies and completed forms by the deadline date.  It 
is not the responsibility of the Host or the AAU to make sure all forms are completed, ONLY TO ACCEPT OR 
REJECT ENTRY (S) BASED ON THE DOCUMENTS SUBMITTED. 

 
AGE DETERMINATION: Determined by the athlete’s age at the time of the AAU National Championships first day of competition, July 

29, 2008.  Athletes MUST compete at their AAU District or Regional Championship in the age division in 
which they will be at the AAU National Championships. 

 
AAU MEMBERSHIP: All athletes and coaches must be members of their AAU District and be able to present their 2008 AAU 

membership card at check-in.  To join AAU, visit www.aausports.org.     
 
COACHES:  All AAU Baton Twirling coaches wishing to have access to the competition floor must be wearing the official 

AAU Baton Twirling Polo Shirt and be a registered coach for the event. To purchase the official polo, please 
visit www.aausports.org for an order form, or contact Amanda Stokes, AAU National Headquarters, at 407-
934-7200 or amanda@aausports.org.  To register as a coach for the event, visit www.aaujrogames.org and 
register online.  The coaches entry fee is $40 and includes a gift, t-shirt and an event credential (allowing 
access to all competition venues and the Celebration of Athletes). 

 
CHECK-IN:  Pre-Registration:  It is extremely important that all entries be received no later than the above-mentioned 

deadline date.  ENTRY FORM (S) RECEIVED BEYOND THAT DATE WILL NOT BE ACCEPTED!  Of course, 
we want as many athletes as possible to participate, so please get all entry forms in on time.  Again, 
guaranteed overnight delivery will become mandatory if it is the only way to ensure compliance with the 
deadline date.
